Except where noted, common terms and measures used in this document are based upon the following definitions:

Actual rates In the statutory financial statements, foreign currency results are translated into US dollars at the
applicable actual monthly exchange rates ruling in each period.

Brambles Value Added (BVA) Brambles Value Added (BVA) represents the value generated over and above the cost of the capital used
to generate that value.

It is calculated using fixed June 2010 exchange rates as:

= Underlying profit; plus
= Significant items that are part of the ordinary activities of the business; less
